Next month Salman Rushdie’s
first book since The Satanic

In the October 8, 1990 issuec of Time
Magazine, an interesting article, shown at left,
appeared about the infamous writer Salman
Rushdie whose book entitled Satanic Verses
created a commotion among the so-called
Muslim ulema (religious scholars). As you may
remember, a two million dollar prize for
Rushdie’s head, offered by Ayatullah Khomeni
early in 1989 before he passed away, made the
book an instant seller. The article, shown onthe
left, is about Rushdie’s new book for children
Haroun and the Sea of Stories. 1t is very inter-
esting that he chose the name Rashid Khalifa
for the storyteller in his book. Like his first book
Satanic Verses, this book also has some connec-
tion with the messenger of God. Is this just
coincidence or is he now trying to appease the
Mohamedans? Whatever the case, Satan is in-
volved in it. It seems that Satan wants the
people to confuse Rashad Khalifa with the
character in this book. Of course, Satan knows
very well that Rashad was a messenger of God,
that sooner or later many people will believe in
the message he represented.
