The beginniog of a new lunar month  is the 
moment,  during the moon’s  orbit around 
the earth, when the moon is in conjunc- 
tion with the sun,  with the sun’s  light  hit- 
ting the side of the moon away  from the 
earth (see the diagram).

Beginning of fasting: If the lunar  month 
of Ramadan begins after dawn (Fajr) on 
one day,  you  fast the following  day.  Oth- 
erwise,  you start fasting that day. 
End of fasting: If the lunar month  ends 
after dawn of one day, then you fast  that 
day. You should  continue  fasting 
throughout the day.  If the lunar  month 
ends before dawn,  then the fasting  ends  at 
the sunset of the previous  day.  Ramadan 
is over.
