According to the  human-made Sharia 
law, Abu Zeid’s marriage to his wife, who 
is a professor of French at the same Uni- 
versity, must be dissolved because it is 
unlawful for a Muslim woman to remain 
married to  an apostate. A civil affairs 
court  judge  turned down the suit  on 
grounds  that the plaintiffs had no direct 
interest  in the case. 
“Muslii” fanatics in Egypt have waged a 
campaign of violence for more  than two 
years to push for an “Islamic” state, re- 
sulting in nearly 300 deaths. Egyptian in- 
tellectuals, one of the targets of the cam- 
paign, have watched the professor’s case 

murder of Farag  Foda, a writer who was 
closely.

ists. The ’ulama had issued a decree de- 
claring Foda an apostate, hencegiving the 
fanatics a license to kill him. 
Lawyers for the  fundamentalists have 
pledged to  appeal. One of them insisted 
that “any Muslim has  the right to ask for 
the  separation of an apostate  from his 
wife.” An ’ulama’who supported  the suit 
said  there were 200 instances in Abu 
Zeid’s writings “which prove that he has 
insultedprophet  MuhammadandIslamic 
law.”

group also urged the National Front co- 
alition, which holds power at the  federa 
level, to  postpone any action that migh 
permit  the  implementation of thc 
Kelantan law. Although the Nationa 
Front, which rules in 10 remaining state! 
in  Malaysia, has no plans to  replace tht 
present secular criminal code, it has no 
made  clear  its  opposition  to  thr 
Kelantan’s  move. This reflects the  ap 
pearance of paralysis among the politi 
cians in the country because of this con 
troversial issue. As  one Muslim parlia 
mentarian from the National Front  of thl 
Kelantan state puts it, “even if we dis 
agree, we can’t oppose it because thesl 
provisions are prescribed in the Quran.’ 
Which goes to show that so many  peopll 
who call themselvesMuslims areactualk 
ignorant of what the  Quran says.
