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T h e  story ofMoses is  well  known in the 
world today. Almost everyone knows of 
the stone tablets upon which God wrote 
commandments for the children of Israel. 
In Judeo-Christian  cultures,  the  Ten 
Commandnlents are considered a  core,  a 
basis for lcading a righteous life. Sunday 
school children learn to recite them and 
hopefully to live thcir lives according to 
them.  The  Ten  Commandnients  are 
regarded as suprcmcly important to both 
the Jcwish and  the Christian faiths. 

And are they part of Islam? It might 
surprise many Jews and Christians to 
learn that the  same commandments  are 
repeated  throughout the Quran;  that they 
form a core for leading a righteous life for 
the Muslims as well.

This commandment is also the first pillar 
ofIslam.
